      New Jersey:  In June, Jim McGreevey became the 
Democratic challenger to face incumbent Governor Christine 
Whitman.  Although Whitman has been labeled "somewhat" 
vulnerable at times, the McGreevey camp has their work cut 
out for them.  Historically, the party who has controlled the 
White House for a second term has taken a bath in the 5th and 
6th year elections.  But the Demos seem poised and ready to 
take on history.
      Since the Primary, Voter Contact Services has been busy 
preparing the New Jersey voter file for the General Election.  
We have collected all of the '97 Primary data where it is 
available along with the new registrants since the Primary.

      New York:  The New York City Primary is just around the 
corner, most eyes will be focused on the Borough races. Many 
of the down-ticket office holders have been "termed out" this 
cycle, leaving several open seats.  
      As mentioned last issue, Prime New York has been very 
involved with these races.  They have built the best voter file in 
the business, containing Primary voter history for several years.

      The early '80's were a period of rapid and solid growth for 
VCS.  By the summer of 1980, VCS had its first statewide file in 
California completed and was a competitive vendor across the 
state.  Assessor file matching, carrier route coding and gender 
coding became standard VCS enhancements.  Alan Seo 
joined VCS as an order runner and shipping manager.  Dennis 
decided to be content with a Masters Degree in economics, and 
gave up his day student status.  In 1982 Linda Ridgeway joined 
VCS as Sales Manager for Hawaii, order runner, invoice clerk, 
and office manager.  In early 1980 the first pc's, original Apple 
II's, were added to the VCS basket.  The first email 
communications with Reps was started over The Source, an 
early commercial version of Internet.  With the increased 
capacity and rapid response of the time-shared system, VCS 
started shipping many orders in less than 24 hours of receipt.  
VCS's "Fast, Reliable Service" became a standard for its 
growing group of customers. 
     Some new files were built in Washington and Alaska, but the 
four core states dominated the business.  Shellie Garrett, Don 
Solem, Jon Kaufman and Don Powell became VCS Reps.  In 
those days it was difficult to get people on the mainland to take 
a vendor in Hawaii seriously, especially as VCS contemplated 
expansion east of the Mississippi.  A "leap frog" strategy was 
formulated, and VCS set out to establish a beachhead on the 
east coast, to prove they could operate from coast to coast.  
The VCS voter file reached 17 million, up to 17% of the current 
file size.
